Installation Guidelines 

▪ May be subject to Australian Building Code 
Regulations for height and location fixing and may 
be subject to placement as per architectural 
drawings. In all cases, this is the responsibility of the 
installer. 
 

▪ Fixings and anchors are not included with the units 
and are the responsibility of the installer to 
appropriately fix the unit to the wall. The supporting 
wall must be adequately reinforced to carry the 
weight load. 

 
Rear Mounted Plinth 

▪ Consider the required Bench Seat top height from 
FFL 

▪ Using this measurement, locate wall studs behind 
the plaster/tiles and mark position.  

▪ Using stud position, attach the first Compact 
Laminate Plinth Board to marked stud positions to 
ensure stability and strength of the Metlam 
Australia Bench Seat once assembled. Ensure the 
appropriate wall fixings are used as per installation 
guidelines above.   

▪ Attach the Aluminium Bench Seat Legs to the Bench 
Seat Brackets and adjust to the correct height.  

▪ Attach the Bench Seat to the wall mounted Plinth 
Board using the screw fixings provided 

▪ Complete a final height adjustment for each 
Aluminium Bench Seat Leg allowing for floor slope. 
Then lock the adjustment nuts off on the leg 
threads. 

▪ Position ABS Plastic Cover over the top of the 
Aluminium Bench Seat Leg to conceal Aluminium 
Bench Seat Leg adjustment area.   
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▪ Attach the frontal Plinth Board using the remaining 
screw fixings provided to the front of the Bench 
Seat. This will conceal the Aluminium Bench Seat 
Leg Bracket face and provide a Compact Laminate 
frontal Plinth view which will complete the 
ML986_CL Bench Seat assembly
