component of the unit first to ensure the unit is 
aligned correctly to the fixing points. 
 

3. Slide covers over mounting flanges, ensuring the raised 
edges of the flange lines up with the dimples of the 
flange cover. Twist and lock into place. 
 

4. Check the unit is level to finish installation.  
▪ Note: Apply ample silicone around the fixings to avoid 

water ingress.

▪ Ensure that there is proper structure support within 

the wall. Grab rails are no stronger than the anchors 
and walls to which they are attached. Grab rails 
must be firmly secured in order to support the loads 
for which they are intended.
